Change St. Luke’s?

I have not heard anyone say they want everything at St. Luke’s to stay exactly the same.  St. Luke’s attendance has been decreasing.  In 2010 average Sunday attendance was 52.  Membership is decreasing.  Pledging is up with fewer pledging units, so fewer people are contributing more.  Sunday School classes have been attended by 1 or 2 or they did not meet at all.  Buildings need repairing.  

As I listen, to the Vestry and members of the congregation, I keep hearing the word “change”.  St. Luke’s has changed over the years and some don’t like the way it has changed.  Does St. Luke’s really want to now intentionally change?  For some, this scares them and for others it excites them.  For some this drains even more energy away from them and for others this gives new energy.  Some people want to change St. Luke’s back to the way it was and others want something different.  It is scary when you don’t know what will be the same about St. Luke’s and what will be different.  It is OK to talk about these fears with each other, in fact I encourage it.

Something else that is important to know is that you have a voice at the table to discuss these issues and have an impact in the changes that will take place.  Others in the congregation need to hear what you have a passion about that builds relationships with God.  What is it that St. Luke’s can do better than any other Church in Bay View?  What is St. Luke’s unique witness through the Episcopal Church traditions to the Good News?  How does St. Luke’s want to make a difference in the community of Bay View that is a witness to God’s presence?

OK, so maybe you see that St. Luke’s really does need to change.  How do you do that?  If you do think the same way, make the same decisions the same way, and do the same things you have been doing, then you will get the same results.  If you change your thinking, decision making and actions you will get different results.  In church language, it sounds like this: For people and congregations to have new life, they need to have a death.  Some things need to die for there to be a resurrection.  Praise the Lord! We have a God of Resurrection.  There is Hope.

St. Luke’s leadership is participating in discussions with four other congregations that are dealing with change and transitions.  It is the hope of the Commission on Mission and Development that these discussions will lead to a sharing of experience, strength, and hope.   It is the commission’s belief that this sharing will build up each congregation, help them find ways of helping each in their unique witness to the gospel, and explore how they could collaborate in serving the people in this area of Milwaukee County.

The Interim Rector and Vestry are forming a Task Force to help St. Luke’s have a series of Holy Conversations that will lead to a clarity of St. Luke’s identity, purpose, and mission.  What you can do now is pray for each other and the community of St. Luke’s.  What you can do next is come to the Holy Conversations that will occur over the next 6 months.  You can then LISTEN to God speak through each other guiding St. Luke’s to know: Who are we?  Who are our neighbors?  How can we love them as God does?

Tues 7/19 Vestry Meeting  
 - After a Prayer led by our Sr. Warden the vestry and Fr Lambert listened to a presentation on the role of the vestry and clergy led by guest speaker, Dean Kevin Carroll of All Saints Cathedral.

 - There was a discussion on what factors were considered in the decision to extend Fr Lambert’s contract for 6 months.

- The vestry agreed to an additional meeting in July to address buildings and grounds business, including roofing. The meeting will be held 7/26 at 6:30pm.

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Delightful Recipes
From Our Parishioners
Rhubarb Rhapsody  

from Linda Bossow

½ cup butter (softened)
1 cup flour, plus 2 Tablespoons (divided)

1 1/2 cups sugar (divided)

1/8 teaspoon salt

3 large eggs (separated)

2 ¼ cups rhubarb, cut in ½ inch pieces (about ¾ pound)

1/3 cup milk 

1/8 teaspoon nutmeg (optional)
¼ teaspoon cream of tartar

½ teaspoon vanilla

Place softened butter in medium bowl, and blend in 1 cup of the flour, 2 Tbsp of the sugar and salt with pastry blender, until crumbly. Place crumb mixture into 9-inch-square glass baking dish, pressing firmly to form crust on bottom of dish. Bake in preheated, 355-degree oven for 25 minutes, or until lightly browned. Remove from oven and cool on wire rack.

Meanwhile, make filling by beating egg yolks in small bowl until lightened, about 1 minute; then pour into medium-size saucepan. Mix in 2 Tbsp of the flour, 1 cup of the sugar, milk rhubarb, and nutmeg; stir to blend. Cook, stirring constantly, over medium heat until thickened and rhubarb is softened, about 8 minutes. Pour hot filling over baked crust.

Topping: In a deep, glass bowl, beat egg whites with cream of tartar until foamy, about 2 minutes. Gradually beat in remaining 6 Tbsp sugar until sugar dissolves and egg whites are thick and glossy, about 1 ½ minutes more. Add vanilla and mix. Spread evenly over top of filling. Return to 325-degree oven and bake until golden brown, about 20 minutes. Serve warm. 

Makes 9 servings. 
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Webster’s dictionary defines process as “a series of actions, changes, or functions bringing about a result”.  Recently the Vestry voted to extend Fr. Lambert’s contract an additional six months to 2/28/2012.  

The role of Interim Priest is very challenging and to some frustrating.  When a Parish Priest retires, the Diocese offers various options to the affected Parish.  One option is to use Supply Clergy either long or short term while the other is the use of an Interim Priest.

The decision to hire an Interim Rector was not an easy one as the interim period is typically twelve to twenty-four months.  The Vestry debated the merits choosing this path and ultimately we felt continuity within the Parish was very important.  We felt we needed a new set of eyes and ears to evaluate St. Luke’s with objectivity and with no hidden agendas.

The Interim is specially trained to assist a parish evaluate its mission and ministry to make needed changes in parish administration or programs, and to help the parish prepare for the arrival of a new Priest.  The Interim may not be considered as a candidate for the permanent position. In addition the Interim Rector’s responsibilities include the conduct of worship, the continuation of pastoral ministries, leadership of the Vestry, and whatever else contributes to the maintenance of the normal parish program.

Going forward working with Fr. Bob, we need to clarify our identity and what, if anything, do we want to change from previous clergy leadership.  We all want what’s best for St. Luke’s.  We may have differing opinions, but by working through the process we can define the role we want to have in the Bay View community.

Soon some parishioners will be asked to serve on an Interim Task Force.  Their work during the Interim Process will provide valuable information that will contribute to our parish profile including a mission statement, goals, and strategic skills needed by the next Rector.  Please give prayerful consideration to serving on this team.  The choice of the proper person to serve as our next Rector is critical to the future of St. Luke’s.

Weekly Scripture Reflections

Romans 8:26-39
I was sitting in the guild hall before church and I was wondering what I would write for the newsletter. I had begun looking at the monthly readings and told Amy that I really don't get into the book of Romans. But when I read today's reading, Romans 8:26-39, "Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword?" I looked at that and thought, "I could apply that to work, vestry, and church". I think Satan puts things in our path to trip us up, to get a rise out of us, to delay or distract us from what we need to do, be it to finish chores at home, tasks at work, projects or business at church. Satan will do everything he can to discourage us from doing God's will. Satan doesn't want us to succeed.

I work in a mail room. We have certain tasks and jobs that have to be accomplished at specific times. Sometimes we get interrupted by people and it can throw a wrench into the works. People come to us or call us with small requests, to weigh packages, ask mailing times, and other time-consuming questions that are important to get answered, but cause delays. All I can think of is that I want to get back to the big job at hand so my timetable can be met. But, I need to keep a clear head and stay focused. If I give the distraction its appropriate attention, then things will run smoothly and we can make sure not too much time is lost. 

As I look back to verses 26 and 38, "We know that all things work together for good for those who love God, who are called according to his purpose." "For I am convinced that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus Our Lord." I need to keep these words in mind when I get distracted at home, work and at church.

Why We Use the Term Christian Formation
Why is the Episcopal Church using the term formation instead of Sunday School, Bible Study, or all the other terms we are more familiar with?

I was asked this a few months ago and really didn't have a good answer.  So, using my computer and phone, I called a few clergy friends and visited a few websites.  In church, like other organizations, words, titles and phrases go in and out of favor on a regular basis.  It is why English is a living language and we can't understand or follow some conversations of people under 25. 
 However, I learned that the term Christian Formation is used by many denominations, not just Episcopalians and that it is not new to Christianity. It was coined to explain how people were "formed" by the early church, a process that "forms" us closer to Christ.  It is now the term au currant since "it involves all aspects of our life together – worship, service to others, mission, pastoral care, evangelism, fellowship, AND education." (Peter Menken).   Sunday School, Bible Study, etc all fall under the umbrella of formation, but lead one to believe it is only education leaving out the other important aspects of being a fully formed Christian.

So whatever term you choose to use, we are all striving " to grow into the full stature of Christ."

ROOF UPDATE

Our roof needs to be replaced!  And, while many parishioners know that, some may not know the history surrounding our roof.  Our building was built in approximately 1951.  At that time, a roof was placed, and then in about 1981, a second layer of shingles was placed over the initial layer.  Both of those initial roofs still remain, and after wind damage this spring, the roof needs to be replaced.  The Vestry looked into fixing the damage, and the cost was approximately $700-$800.  But, the roof would still need to be replaced.  

 

As many parishioners know, we replaced the roof on the Christian Education wing of the building last fall.  That section of roof was leaking badly, and we were concerned about maintaining the structural integrity of our facility.  That replacement cost $17,000, which reduced our current available roof funds from approximately $42,000 to our present balance of $25,000.  At the special Vestry meeting on Tuesday, July 26, the Vestry voted to replace the remaining roof — including the pitched roof over the church nave itself — before the end of the year.  

 

Our Junior Warden, Michael Sommer, has diligently procured three competing bids for the roof, and has reviewed those bids with Ed Mueller (who used to be in the roofing business) and Bill Wondrachek (who works in the construction business).  Based on discussion of the bids at the meeting, there is now a need to raise an additional $20,000 to complete the roof project.  We are appealing to parishioners and friends of the church alike to try to help us meet our goal.  

 

In the coming weeks, you will be hearing more about the roof project.  We will be distributing Roof envelopes at services and with printed newsletters, we will be talking about the project at church on Sunday, and we will be answering
