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Have you ever wondered where the title of Warden came from and what is their one obligation?

 

In a tradition dating back to England in 1604, the title Warden refers to an official charged with the enforcement of specific canons and the by-laws of the congregation.  The term Warden was used because of that individual's responsibility for unlocking the church for worship and other events.  Most congregations have two such officials, commonly but not always known as Senior and Junior Wardens.  Other titles such as "Rector's Warden" and People's Warden" are sometimes used.

 

The Episcopal Church canons assign only one specific duty to the Wardens.  If the clergy person in charge of a congregation is absent, disabled, or for any reason unable to give consent to another member of the clergy to officiate at the worship services of the congregation, then one of the Wardens is responsible for giving consent.  Ultimately what Wardens do is defined both by the traditions and particular needs of the congregation.

What about Bob?

Where did I go May 16-23?  I went to a CREDO Conference (Clergy Retreat, Education and Discernment Opportunity.)  It is the mission of CREDO to provide opportunities for people to examine significant areas of their lives and to discern prayerfully the future direction of their vocation as they respond to God’s call in a lifelong process of practice and transformation.  In the 8 day conference, participants are invited to examine their minds, bodies, spirits and hearts by exploring four significant areas of their lives – spiritual, vocational, health, and financial.  At CREDO, participants enter into this process by asking four questions:  “Identity – Who am I?  Discernment – Who is God calling me to be?  Practice – How am I responding to God’s Call?  Transformation – How am I changing?”
Why did I go?  This was my second CREDO.  I went as a part of my ongoing spiritual discipline of reflection on:  Who am I?  Where am I now?  What is God calling me to do?  This is a normal activity for spiritual growth for individuals and congregations.  I believe I cannot ask congregations to undergo the spiritual discipline of an interim or strategic planning process without my willingness to personally undergo the same type of experience.  I desire to practice what I preach.
Who paid for this conference?  CREDO is one of the benefits provided by the Church Pension Fund, so it is paid for by your contributions to the Church Pension Fund, paid as part of the compensation package you provide your clergy.  Thank you for providing this opportunity to me and other clergy.  Participants are expected to pay in advance a registration fee of $500.
What is next?  I left the conference with clarified values, a revised mission statement, 3 goals, and 4 objectives for each goal.  I am already putting this plan into practice.  I plan to review it with a spiritual director in 6 months.  I have a renewed sense of call in my vocation as a professional interim priest.  I will likely share more about what happened to me and how my life is being shaped in the coming months.
What does this have to do with St. Luke’s?  As we move ahead as a team, there will be opportunities to reflect on the congregation of St. Luke’s by exploring questions such as:  What makes this congregation a unique Episcopal Church?  Who are its neighbors and what are their needs?  How does this church serve them?  What were the dreams that led to the birth of this church?  What were the dreams that shaped this congregation’s life together?  What is God calling St. Luke’s to be and do next?

     I often become angry with myself for getting involved in stupid and senseless controversies. I strive to not get involved in senseless discussions, arguments/quarrels whether it is in my personal or work/professional life. I often fail and get caught up in it. Sometimes it feels like I am put in a position to have to deal with stuff like this; as if it “seeks me out”. I try my best to “turn the other cheek”, redirect the discussion, ignore or not get involved. No I am not talking about serious issues relating to my work with poor, vulnerable and oppressed people. I must provide service and be involved (in my professional role) in these situations. It’s not that I run from conflict. My tag line on my work email is a quote from William Blake from his work “The Marriage of Heaven and Hell”. The quote is “Without contraries is no progression”. But when I pray, read the Word, have a quiet time, it almost becomes an existential moment. Prayer helps to filter out the silliness and foolishness of things that don’t really matter. Sometimes I think that the more I seek to have a pure heart, pursue righteousness, be faithful, loving and at peace — the more the silly quarrels and controversies pop up that I feel I must deal with. Is that testing and longsuffering? 

   It is so hard to be a Christian — it is so much easier to be worldly. Think about the craziness and hate spewed on talk radio and the talking heads on TV. You can’t get away from it. That is why the daily prayer, meditation, and God’s Grace and Peace that I strive for and sometimes comes upon me feels so uplifting and good, and I get it. I need more, hunger for it. I Enjoy the 1/1 time with God. I know He listens. Hopefully I can get better at filtering all the senseless controversies and continue to try to get closer to God. I hope this makes sense. Peace.

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 Vestry Meeting Highlights – May 2011
  

This synopsis of the meeting is provided so parishioners can be kept abreast of what the vestry is working on. These are the highlights of the May meeting. 

 

- The Vestry discussed the April Vestry meeting review and agreed that we need to encourage all members to speak at the meetings and keep the over-talking or interruptions to a minimum. Also discussed the day and time of the meeting to facilitate those who worked later and had a problem having dinner prior to the meeting, agreed to keep the same day and time, anyone who needed to bring food and eat during the meeting was welcome to do so.

 

- After reviewing the April treasurers report, the vestry commented that we do not generate enough income through rental, dividends and pledges to meet our monthly bills. The annual Parochial report was completed, sent to all members through email, voted on and sent to the diocese via email. The vestry voted to accept the report and send a hard copy to the diocesan office, as required by diocesan regulations.

 

- The Jr Warden report said the Edu-Care tiles would be taken care of this month, that bids were being solicited for doors with windows to replace solid doors throughout the building. Five members of the parish have volunteered to be at the Bay View Bash in September. An effort is underway to find enough people to clean-up the grounds and plant new flowers this month.

 

- The Sr Warden report said that the new office door sign was completed and donated by Laurel Stringfellow and would be installed this week. The City of Milwaukee electrical inspector came due to a daycare being on the premises and bids were being solicited to take care of the work needed. The organ tuning was completed. There is a conflict with the date of next month's vestry meeting, no decision could be made without everyone checking their calendars. Vestry members will email the Sr Warden with available dates and a date will be selected to accommodate the majority of the vestry.

 

- Fr Bob gave his report and provided the vestry with a Short Term Objective outline based on our Vestry Work day. He reminded us of the need to form an Interim Task Force. No decision made yet. Next month we will be discussing extending Fr Bob's contract that is due to expire at the end of August. There needs to be 30 days notice on any decision.
 

- A discussion was held regarding the best place to keep the basket for food donations because keeping it on the stair landing is in a fire hazard. That staircase is a fire exit for the guild hall and items can't be stored in hallways. Suggestions were made and a decision will be forthcoming. Suggestion was made to have frequent food drives to encourage regular contributions. A schedule of monthly was suggested. We will do them the 2nd Sunday of the month. A suggestion was brought to the vestry by some parishioners to use silk flowers with occasional fresh flowers in an effort to save money. The Sr Warden and Fr Bob requested the suggestion be forwarded to Sue Doornek, as head of the Altar Guild, for consideration.

 

- The discussion on getting Wi-Fi for the guild hall was tabled for future consideration.

 

- Bids for a new website design for the parish were reviewed and discussed without any decision being made at this time.

 

- A report fort from the remodeling committee said that carpeting for the center aisle would be installed this month. 

 

- The Edu-Care director has some issues with the room adjacent to Edu-Care that they will be using starting next month. Before they begin using it, there are some provisions that they are requesting. The vestry had a discussion regarding this room and the director's requests. Crib removal was approved, other issues will be under advisement for a future vestry meeting.
