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In the last few months, your 
Vestry has spent a lot of time 
discussing the condition of the 
church roof, and trying to decide 
what we should do.  Our Jr. 
Warden has obtained three 
updated bids to replace the roof. 
A decision will be made at the 

September Vestry meeting whether to replace the roof in 
2011 or continue to patch as needed.  The overriding factor 
as always is money. 
 

At our August meeting, each Vestry member agreed to make 
a contribution to the roof fund in an amount that they feel 
comfortable with.  Each Sunday, members of the Vestry will 
address the parish during announcements to provide any 
update and encourage each of you to join us in this 
commitment. 
 

We know the existing roof is approximately 30 years old 
and is the second roof installed on the building.  Both roofs 
will have to be removed prior to the installation of the new 
roof.  During the “tear off”, it’s possible that some of the 
wood roof deck may have to be replaced due to 
deterioration.   
 

We are all stewards of the property and grounds.  Just as the 
generations who preceded us left us a beautiful building to 
worship in, we owe it to those who follow us to maintain 
what we have inherited.

3/4 cup sugar  
3 Tablespoons cornstarch 
3 cups rhubarb 
2 cups sliced strawberries 
1 cup quick cooking oats 
½ cup brown sugar 
1/2 cup melted butter  
1/3 cup flour

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Vestry Meeting Highlights – August 2011 
 

Tues 8/16/11 Vestry Meeting  

- The vestry discussed funding for the 
roof project and the need to raise an 
additional $20,000. The Vestry decided to 
make additional individual pledges to the 

roof fund to show our support for the project. Two vestry 
members will be talking about the importance of the project 
every week until the next vestry meeting when we will discuss 
the bids and finalize the scope of the project. 

 - St Luke's financial health was discussed. We looked at 
the Treasurer reports, asked that the reports be more in depth 
with specific information and the bottom line shared with the 
congregation on a monthly basis.  
  -We discussed the endowment, the operating costs and 
building projects. Our monthly income from pledges, rent 
and interest doesn't always meet our monthly obligations, 
let alone future building projects.  
  - Fr Lambert shared that two new committees with St 
Luke parishioners had successful meetings this last month, the 
Diocesan level group "Congregations in Transitions" and the 
parish level "Transition Planning Team".  
  - Discussed Fall Planning and have activities scheduled 
through the end of the year. 

 - Discussed how decisions are made about where the 
money that the parish fund-raisers (the Spaghetti Supper, the 
Rummage Sale, the plant sale) should be dispersed, how they 
were dispersed in the past and how they should be in the 
future.   
  - A counter proposal from Fr Lambert to extend his length 
of employment was tabled to be discussed in September. 

 - The vestry discussed the unused furniture that has 
been cleared from the renovation rooms, the lounge and the 
Sunday School rooms. It was agreed to donate some to an 
Egyptian family sponsored by St Bart's Church in Pewaukee, 
with the remainder going in the rummage sale. 
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Coffee Hour 

We encourage people to sign up for 
coffee hour. If you don’t feel up to 
hosting a coffee hour perhaps you 
could consider donating money to be 
used for supplies. We need to purchase 
supplies that are, unfortunately, all 
going up in price. (Coffee, paper 

products, dishwasher powder; it’s about $50.00 for the 
dishwasher powder alone.) Remember, coffee hour doesn’t 
have to be fancy. A package of cookies and a smiling face to 
pour the coffee is all it takes.

For my scriptural reflection I chose Luke 11:1-4.  

Jesus was praying in a certain place, and after he had finished, one of 
his disciples said to him, "Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his 
disciples." He said to them, "When you pray, say: 

Father, hallowed be your name. 
Your kingdom come. 
Give us each day our daily bread. 
And forgive us our sins, 
for we ourselves forgive everyone indebted to us. 
And do not bring us to the time of trial." 

When I read the verse above, I thought how very simple the request. I 
praise His name, I believe in life everlasting in His kingdom. I ask him 
to provide me with my spiritual sustenance. I promise to forgive others 
who sin against me because I know He has already forgiven my sins 
(past, present and future).  I ask that He help me avoid temptation - to 
clear my mind of evil or harmful thoughts towards others and be 
accepting of those who don’t share my same ideas. I could also use 
help to avoid desserts!  
 

I come from a background where I learned a prayer, never created one 
for myself.  It was a new concept for me: the thought of creating a 
prayer from my own thoughts and feelings expressing my own needs 
and concerns. I often felt my prayers were not answered until I 
realized that God knows what is best for me. Answering my prayer in 
the way I ask may not be part of his plan for me. I must learn to accept 
His answer as the best for me. 
 

We have much to pray about at St. Luke’s. We need a new roof. We 
need to find the path that will lead us to our future. We need a clearer 
understanding of what our mission in this community is. Why has St. 
Luke’s existed here for over 100 years? Why has He called each one 
of us to be a part of this community?  We need to pray expressing our 
concerns, our anxiety about the future and our desire to understand 
what God has planned for us. We must also trust that he will lead us to 
the path that will allow us to continue His work.�
